Beskidy MTB Trophy – an epic individual mountain bike stage race.
Invitation
The best mountain bike tracks in central Europe, which haven’t been well recognized yet will be the arena of  individual mountain bike stage race: Beskidy MTB Trophy. Tremendous singletracks, unavailable climbs, fast and technical donwhills combined on the compact, three – stage course of Beskidy MTB Trophy invite to challenge it on 7-10 June 2007 to Istebna in Poland.
It will be an epic adventure for all participants, who will race through polish, czech and slovakian mountains. Three countries newly adopted to European Union offers hospitality of people and beauty of wild nature. Although the race will have three stages and the route will lead through three countries, start and finish of each stage and the base of the race are situated in one place: a little ski – resort Istebna. It will provide more comfort and less logistical problems for participants and, we hope, improve an atmosphere of the race. 
The formula of Beskidy MTB Trophy is easy: the race is composed of three classic mountain bike marathons, one of which leads in different part of Beskidy Mountains. The rivalry begins with a prologue – short uphill time trial held on the day before first sage’s start. Winner will be known on Sunday, 10 June 2007 after three stages, 220km of racing and about 8700m of climbing and must be a strong, complete and courageous cyclist. 

Beskidy MTB Trophy 2007 route:
Prologue - 07.06.2007: Istebna (Time Trial) 4,8km, ~320m ascent
Stage 1 - 08.06.2007: Istebna - Skrzyczne (POL) – Istebna 65km, ~2400m ascent
Stage 2.1 - 09.06.2007: Istebna - Velký Stožek - Jablunkov (CZE) 
Stage 2.2 - 09.06.2007: Bocanovice - Javorový (CZE) - Istebna 80km, ~3000m ascent (2.1+2.2)
Stage 3 - 10.06.2007: Istebna - Wielka Racza (SVK) - Istebna  70km, ~3000m ascent
Route’s description:
Beskidy Mountain are well known from its bicycle tracks which are guided through middle – height, wooded mountains. Tracks are technical with stones and roots and demand lots of mountain bike skills. Beskidy MTB Trophy route will lead through highest peaks and passes of Beskidy Mountain: Trzy Kopce, Skrzyczne, Salmopol, Wielka Racza, Javorovy and Magura, total seven peaks over 1000m. Many places opens to tremendous views shows the beauty of wild nature. 
Istebna
Istebna is a little ski resort hidden in one of the mountain valleys. It is situated nearby Wisła, the home town of Adam Malysz, best polish ski jumper. Although Istebna by itself is a very small village, the neighborhood of bigger ski resorts offers good hotel base. In addition there is a good road acces from Silesia region in Poland and city of Cadca in Czech Republic. 

Beskidy region is well known from its unique culture, tradition, cuisine and, first of all the people’s hostility.
